THEATRE IN ORILL IA

Mariposa Arts Theatre Foundation, Orillia’s amateur theatre group, was
founded over thirty years ago. We put on two to three shows a year in
Orillia’s historic Opera House. For those many years, we rehearsed in

church halls, schools and old industrial buildings; built our sets in cramped or
borrowed spaces; stored our costumes and props where no one could locate a
thing.  As in many communities across this country, there is a dearth of appro-
priate cultural spaces for groups like ourselves in Orillia. As a group, we decid-
ed to build our own rehearsal/workshop facility.

To accomplish this, we set out to raise $200,000. By 1994 we already had
$20,000 in a reserve fund created by surplus from theatre productions. Our ace
in the hole was our membership in the Toronto International Film Festival
Group’s Film Circuit. We are now in our tenth season with Film Circuit and the
reserve fund has grown to $50,000. A year ago, we started the fundraising cam-
paign and that, combined with a private mortgage, has allowed us to now have
our five-thousand-square-foot facility almost finished. It is anticipated that we
will move in at the end of December! We can now look forward to a permanent
home with good facilities that will allow the actors, directors and backstage
helpers an environment that should add to the maturity and richness of our
theatre productions.
